By car (A31 & M27 from Southampton)
Take the A338 Spur Road, direction Bournemouth,
and on entering the town cross the Cooper Dean
flyover.  As you approach the first roundabout,
Bournemouth Rail Station will be seen on your left
and position your car to take the filter road (left) at
St Paul’s roundabout. 
After 100 yards proceed across the next
roundabout and in another 100 yards turn left into
Knyveton Road.  
The Elstead Hotel will be found immediately on
your left. (Car parking is readily available.)

By car (A35 from Lyndhurst/Christchurch)
Follow the A35 through Christchurch, heading
towards Boscombe. Proceed through town centre
towards Bournemouth and when descending a hill,
with Boscombe Gardens on your left, continue
through the traffic lights up the hill and in 200 yards,
take the first right turning into Derby Road.  Turn
left at the mini-roundabout and the Elstead Hotel
will be found 200 yards on the right-hand side.
